Minutes of the July 4, 2019 meeting of the County Commission were unanimously approved.

Maintenance:

There were no major maintenance issues. 
Diana Mitchell discussed the impact on the 911 system with the Frontier internet and phone service issues last Thursday.  The 911 center had one phone line with Spruce Knob Seneca Rocks Telephone (SKSRT) that was operational during that time.  The backup dispatch email system is still not working properly but Shentel has been working to resolve the issue.  She stated that there are emergency procedures in place to handle this type of situation.

There was some discussion on the restocking of supplies for the ambulances.  This is done through the Pendleton County Emergency Rescue (PCER).  Diana stated that each squad keeps certain items on hand at the squad bays to restock the ambulance, but that they also need to periodically restock those items they have used.  Not all squads are doing this on a regular basis.  Gene McConnell will talk with Chuck King, PCER President, to try to ensure that squads do not run out of supplies due to not restocking regularly.
Diana has contacted GIS at WVU to obtain their input into the mapping problems for this County.  She is currently waiting for them to get back to her after her initial response to their questions.

Diana presented draft documents for five (5) different dispatcher classifications.  The Commission will review these documents and discuss further at the next meeting.
A motion was made by Carl Hevener, vote was unanimous, to approve a General County Fund budget revision for fiscal year 2020 to appropriate the assigned fund balance ending June 30, 2019 as follows:
