Minutes of the June 4, 2019 meeting of the County Commission were unanimously approved.

Maintenance:

Karen Pitsenbarger is still trying to find someone to pressure wash the Pendleton County Community Building (PCCB). Sherwin Kimble submitted an estimate for painting PCCB in the amount of $7,800. No action was taken on the painting.
Karen mentioned that the West Virginia Courthouse Facilities Improvement Authority (WVCFIA) grant was coming up.  The Commission will consider possible improvements that may qualify under this grant.

The changes requested by the Commission for the WVCorp Liability insurance have been approved and will be effective as of July 1, 2019.  The new paperwork with the changes implemented will be forthcoming.

Digital Traffic Systems, Inc. submitted a proposal listing amounts they will charge for maintenance and upkeep for all the highway cameras.  On motion of Carole Hartman, vote unanimous, the Commission accepted the proposal.
The Pendleton Senior & Family Services is submitting a grant for a vehicle and radios for their transportation program.  They are requesting from the Commission matching funds in the amount of $8,319.32.  On motion of Carole Hartman, vote unanimous, the Commission approved the request.
The Commission discussed and clarified the Hotel/Motel Resolution that was signed in 2015.  The resolution states that 50% of the Hotel/Motel tax will be given to Emergency Services to aid in offsetting added expenses.  Carole Hartman made motion, vote unanimous, that in lieu of just paying 50% of the Workers Compensation premiums for the Pendleton County Emergency Rescue (PCER), one-half of the 50% of Hotel/Motel Tax shall be paid to PCER and the other one-half of the 50% will be paid to the County Firemen’s Association.  These payments will be done quarterly.
Gene McConnell mentioned that the class action lawsuit for the Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) has been settled.  The County was part of this lawsuit and may receive a portion of the settlement.

On motion of Carole Hartman, all commissioners voting in the affirmative, they adjourned into Executive Session at 9:28 a.m. to discuss personnel issues.  No action was taken during the Executive Session.  Motion was made to reconvene into Regular Session at 9:50 a.m.

The 911 Payroll review was tabled until the next meeting in order to obtain additional information.
The Sheriff’s Monthly Financial Statement for May 2019 was reviewed and filed.
