Minutes of the May 21, 2019 meeting of the County Commission were unanimously approved.

Maintenance:

There was a leak at Pendleton County Community Building on the Fire Department side that has been fixed.  The outside spigot has also been shut off and capped.  There is more than one person interested in the gas stove.  Karen Pitsenbarger will put out for bid.

Carole Hartman inquired if there was any space in the Community Building as it is possible that the Community Action Building may be sold.  

The Commissioners discussed with Diana Mitchell, 911 Director, that 911 part-time employees should be treated the same as any other county part-time employees in that they should not be accruing vacation or sick leave.  They also discussed the accrual of comp time and pay raises.  Diana stated that comp time is no longer accrued.  Gene McConnell also stated that any pay raises will be approved by the Commission henceforth.  The Commissioners directed Diana to bring all payroll, vacation and sick leave of 911 employees in alignment with County policies.
Carole Hartman inquired about the status of the mapping project.  Diana stated that the mapping is done and that all roads have been named.  She has uploaded the data to TomTom and Garmin, however, she did state that when testing Garmin, the directions are not correct on that system.  They are correct on the 911 CAD System.  The Commission suggested that Diana contact the WVU GIS for possible solutions.
Diana stated that one issue is that some residents have either not updated their house numbers or have not placed those numbers on their house.  She also stated that majority of the road signs have been installed.  The Commission directed her to put up the replacement signs as soon as possible after being contacted that a sign is missing.

On motion of Carole Hartman, all commissioners voting in the affirmative, they adjourned into Executive Session at 9:47 a.m. to discuss a personnel issue.  No action was taken during the Executive Session.  Motion was made to reconvene into Regular Session at 9:52 a.m.

Two cleaning bids for County property were received.  One was from J&L’s Reconditioning in the amount of $28,500.  The other was from Dunn Right Professional Floor Cleaning, LLC in the amount of $30,000.  On motion of Carl Hevener, vote unanimous, J&L’s Reconditioning was awarded the job.

Carole Hartman made a motion, vote unanimous, to transfer some of the old documents stored in the basement to the West Virginia Archives and History.  They will inventory and preserve all of the documents and make them available to the public.
There was continuing discussion of the 2019-2020 West Virginia Counties Risk Pool Insurance proposal. Carl Hevener made a motion, vote unanimous, to increase the County’s building and contents deductible from $2,500 to $5,000 and to accept changes to building contents.
