Minutes of the April 16, 2019 meeting of the County Commission were unanimously approved.

Maintenance:

The roof leak at the Courthouse has been repaired by Largent Roofing.  A leak in the hallway outside of Kevin Puffenberger’s office will be checked by AQS.
Carole Hartman mentioned that the exterior of PCCB needs updating.  Karen Pitsenbarger will contact Sherwin Kimble for an estimate on pressure washing and painting.

The Allegheny Mountain camera installation project is moving forward.

Carole Hartman made a motion, vote unanimous, that the Commission not move forward with the awning over the PCCB Rescue Squad entry door at this time.

Trent Alt, Mike Alt, Kelly Hartman and Dave Ellis attended the meeting on behalf of the Pendleton County Fire Association.  They were concerned as to how a potential ambulance fee would affect donations they receive from the public.  Gene McConnell stated that the ambulance fee is still in the early stages of discussion.  They also expressed their concerns with the 911 dispatching.  Some of their concerns are with procedural inconsistencies, issues with dispatching between low and high bands and insufficient directions given.  They also feel there is no accountability for errors made.  They stated that the 911 Advisory Board has not met in over a year, but by law they are supposed to meet at least quarterly.  Gene McConnell asked them to schedule a date where everyone involved could meet to discuss these issues.
Additional discussion was had in regards to the incomplete mapping system.  Carole Hartman made a motion, Carl seconded that the 911 portion of the mapping system be completed by July 1, 2019.
Carole Hartman made a motion, vote unanimous, to sign the 2020 Census Proclamation provided by Steven Swingle with the Philadelphia Regional Census Center which states that the Commission supports the 2020 Census.
Carole Hartman made a motion, vote unanimous, to appoint Stephen Mallow and Patricia Waggy to the Board of Parks.
The May Delinquent and Publication List for tax year 2018 was presented by the Sheriff, approved and ordered filed.

The 2019-2020 West Virginia Counties Risk Pool Insurance proposal for Liability and Workmen’s Compensation was tabled until the next meeting.

On motion of Carl Hevener, vote unanimous, the Commission signed the National Incident Management System (NIMS) Resolution.

On motion of Carole Hartman, vote unanimous, to allow Pendleton County High School to use the parking lot at the Pendleton County Community Building during the May 25th graduation.
Carole Hartman expressed concern over the estimated cost of a storage building.  The Commission agreed to look into other options for storage.

The handbook update was tabled until the next meeting.

After further discussion on a maintenance program for the County vehicles, it was decided to leave the maintenance as is.
