Minutes of the October 15, 2019 meeting of the County Commission were unanimously approved.

Maintenance:

The annual maintenance quote from Dyna-Tech for the generator was in the amount of $410.  
The wooden back steps to the Health Department are in need of replacement.  Amber Hedrick had obtained one estimate for concrete steps and new railings in the amount of $4,770.80.  The Commission would like for her to obtain another estimate for wooden steps.
Several fan motors need to be replaced at the Pendleton County Community Building.

The Stop the Bleed kits have been received and distributed to offices.

Janice Lantz, Director of the Pendleton Senior and Family Services, provided the Commissioners with an overview of the funding and expenditures for the Senior Center.  Part of their funding has to be used for building and vehicle upkeep.  She stated that the funding fluctuates from year to year based on the amount of services that they provide.  She also mentioned that they have lost several home workers over the last year.  They lost $63,500 in funding last year because they did not have enough workers to provide the services that are requested.  They currently have 39 people on a waiting list for services.
Carl Hevener made a motion, vote unanimous, that the Commission adjourn to Executive Session at 9:31 a.m. to discuss a personnel issue.  Motion was made to reconvene into Regular Session at 10:37 a.m.  No action was taken during the Executive Session. 
Diana Mitchell, 911 Director, reported that she is still waiting on the official report from Jeff White about his recommendations on the helipad.  She stated that the general consensus is that the current location is ok but could use some improvements.
Diana stated that the 911 software update is anticipated to be completed in January 2020.  This update should help with the addressing issues.

Kanawha County submitted a 911 Telecommunicator Resolution that would designate 911 dispatchers as first responders.  They are requesting that all counties in West Virginia adopt a similar resolution.  The Commission discussed the resolution and determined that there is some confusion as to what the resolution’s intent is.  Diana has not seen the actual resolution but from what she interpreted was that it would re-classify 911 dispatchers from an office and administrative support classification to first responder classification.  Carole Hartman recommended that this issue be tabled until further information is received.
Carole Hartman made a motion, vote unanimous, the Commission signed a resolution for the Pendleton County Economic & Community Development Authority to obtain a grant with a $27,000 local match for the fiscal year 2019/2020 under the Local Economic Development (LED) grant program.
